I saw that I made a mistake in one of my old e-mails where I gave directions to some of the places in Juarez.  I got my easts and wests messed up.  Here is the correction for the part that talked about walking over to Juarez (you can go to http://www.elpasodowntownshopping.com/  and find a map of this area at the bottom left of the webpage):
1.You can walk across the Santa Fe Bridge.  This will take you to Avenida Juarez which is where a lot of the nightclubs/bars are.   Going down a little way will take you to the 16 de Septiembre Street.  Just a little west and you'll get to the Mission (first established around 1660), the Cathedral, the Old Plaza, the old Presidential building, and the Cuauhtemoc market (both indoor and outdoor).  Going a little east on 16 de Septiembre and you'll get to the Juarez Street Market.  If you continue south from this market until you get to Vicente Guerrero Street, you'll get to the Juarez Monument (between Ramon Corona and Constitucion Streets on Vicente Guerrero) - a very impressive statue that was completed in 1910 just as the Mexican Revolution was getting started.   
Sorry about the error and like I mentioned in the old e-mail, use caution in Juarez.  Some of the areas on Avenida Juarez are kind of shady.
